From East – Manahawkin/Barnegat/Long Beach Island 

Take Route 72 West to intersection with CR 532 (Warren Grove Road) 
Turn left onto CR 532/610  
Travel 0.1 miles down Warren Grove Road 
 Turn right onto “Old Cedar Bridge Road”  
 Travel 1.0 miles down Old Cedar Bridge (unpaved)  
 Cedar Bridge Tavern is just before the small automobile bridge 
 

From South – Atlantic City/Tuckerton 
Take Garden State Parkway North to Exit 57 CR 539 (Tuckerton) 
Take CR 539 North 10.8 miles to Traffic Light Intersection – Route 72 Turn right onto                
 Route 72 East 1.4 miles 
 Turn right onto CR 532/610 (Warren Grove Road 
 Travel 0.1 miles down Warren Grove Road 
 Turn right onto “Old Cedar Bridge Road” 
 Travel 1.0 miles down Old Cedar Bridge (unpaved) 
 Cedar Bridge Tavern is just before the small automobile bridge 

 
From West – Philadelphia/Camden/Cherry Hill 
          Take Route 72 East to Traffic Light Intersection with CR-539 
          Continue on Route 72 East 1.4 miles 
          Turn right onto CR 532/610 (Warren Grove Road) 
          Travel 0.1 miles down Warren Grove Road 
          Turn right onto “Old Cedar Bridge Road”  
          Travel 1.0 miles down Old Cedar Bridge (unpaved)
